HOSPICE was born from a dream. Having watched his father
battle with cancer and seeing what kind of suffering this
involved, an Englishman decided to help people in Romania
similarly affected by an incurable iliness. 23 years ago,
Graham Perolls introduced palliative care to Romania.

Since 1992, more than 17,500 people, battling against the
odds, have found relief at HOSPICE. They and their families
have received support when they have needed it and learned
how they can preserve their dignity in the face of illness.
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HOSPICE Casa Sperantei provides medical assistance for
children and adults diagnosed with an incurable iliness, social
support, spiritual and psycho-emotional counselling for patients
and their families. These services are offered in day centres,
outpatient and inpatient units, at home and in partner hospitals.

In 2014, HOSPICE Casa Sperantei has reached the number of
180 employees, operating out of two centres with integrated
services, one in Brasov and one in Bucharest, together with two
mobile teams in Fagaras and Zarnesti.

The organisation is recognised as a benchmark in palliative care
education, providing training for professionals from Romania
and abroad.

Many of the children and adults cared for by the foundation can
no longer imagine fighting against the disease without the help of
those who touched, comforted and looked after their souls.

HOSPICE is a home, a sanctuary and a symbol which reminds us
all that we are not alone and that we can work together to provide
normality, when the smallest and most simple things can take so
much effort to attain.

All the services offered by the charity to patients and their families
are free-of-charge, whatever their social status, financial position
or background.

O lectie de iubire

Desi a murit de mai bine de un an, Geta vorbeste
despre sotul ei ca si cum este inca prezent. “La un
milion, gasesti un sot ca al meu”. Pe Sandu I-a
cunoscut cand avea 19 ani, in Uzina “Steagul”, locul
in care amandoi au lucrat o viata.

“Acolo eram ca intr-o casa mare: erau familii, certuri,
divorturi. Le trdiam pe toate la comun. Sandu avea
parul lung si era blajin. Ne-am casatorit la patru ani
dupa ce ne-am cunoscut”, spune Geta despre Sandu,
care i-a fost “pereche” si la munca, si acasa.

“Toata viata, am facut totul impreuna. Am luat decizii,
am incercat lucruri, am gresit, am ras apoi impreuna
de greseala noastra. Si nu ne-a parut rau pentru
nimic”, explica Geta zambind. in 2008, a fost
diagnosticata cu cancer la vezica.

“In ultimii ani, in uzind, am lucrat cu cloroform, fara
nicio protectie. Inhalam, la propriu, solutia cu care
lucram. Eu am deschis sirul imbolnavirilor in familia
mea. In 2008, am trecut prin prima operatie. Cancerul
a recidivat dupa 6 luni, apoi dupa un an si apoi in
2013. Am patru operatii si, totusi, traiesc cu speranta
ca voi fi bine”, explica Geta.

Pentru ea, a urmat o perioada neagra: “in 2011, sora
mea a aflat ca are cancer la plamani si s-a stins dupa
doar un an, in 16 iulie 2012.
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A love lesson

Although he passed away more than a year
ago, Geta speaks of her husband as if he is
still here. “Husbands like mine are one in a
million”. She met Sandu when she was

19 years old, at the “Steagul” Factory,

the place where they both worked a lifetime.

“The factory was like a big house: there

were families, quarrels, divorces and we all
shared those experiences. Sandu had long hair and he was gentle. We got married four
years after we first met”, says Geta about Sandu who was her “match” at home and also
at work. “We did everything together all our lives. We made decisions, tried things, we
made mistakes and then we laughed about them. And we never had any regrets”, explains
Geta smiling. In 2008, she was diagnosed with bladder cancer.

“During the last years spent at the factory | worked with chloroform, with no protection.

| was literally inhaling the solution. | was the first to become ill in my family. In 2008, | had
the first surgery. The cancer recurred 6 months later, then again in one year and then

in 2013. | had four surgeries and yet | live hoping that | will be fine”, explains Geta.

A dark period followed then for her: “In 2011, my sister discovered she had lung cancer
and she passed away one year later, on July 16th 2012.

A doua zi nu a mai putut vorbi, dar tuguia buzele ca
sa ma sarute. Ne-am pupat toata ziua si I-am
imbratisat. Fiul nostru, Cristi, a venit seara si a ramas
cu noi. Peste noapte, Sandu s-a ridicat, a facut cativa
pasi si a murit cu fata asezata pe mana fiului nostru”,
povesteste Geta plangand.

Geta, sora ei, apoi soacra si, mai tarziu, sotul au
primit sprijin de la HOSPICE. Geta are 56 de ani, iar
din pacient HOSPICE a devenit voluntar. Nu lipseste
nicio zi din centrul de zi al fundatiei si este prietena
celor care lupta cu un dusman perfid si nevazut:
“Cand am venit aici, eram un om fara reactie.
intalnirea cu HOSPICE mi-a schimbat perceptia
asupra tuturor lucrurilor.

Aici am invatat sa lupt, sa sper. Am reinvatat sa
zambesc. Cred ca as muri sa mi se zica sa nu mai vin
aici. Suntem ca o familie. Stiu ce preferinte are fiecare
din acest grup, daca bea ceai sau cafea, daca ii place
muzica sau linistea, daca mananca sau nu prajitura cu
lamaie. Vin cu drag si spun ca ma duc la serviciu.

E locul care imi da putere.”



Geta, her sister, her mother-in-law and also her husband,
all received support from HOSPICE. Geta is 56 years old
and from a HOSPICE patient she became a volunteer.
She never misses a single day in the HOSPICE day
centre and she is the friend of those who struggle with an
insidious and unseen enemy: “When | came here, | was a
person without reaction. Discovering HOSPICE changed
my perception of everything.

Here | learned to fight, to hope. | learned to smile again.
| think | would die, if someone told me | could not come
here anymore. We are like a family here. | know what
each one from this group likes or dislikes, if he/she
drinks tea or coffee, prefers music or silence, eats lemon
cake or not. | come here with pleasure, thinking | go to
work. This is the place that gives me strength”.

According to statistics, in Bucharest alone, more
than 40,000 patients are fighting cancer, and

5,000 more are diagnosed every year with the same
unforgiving iliness. Using the statistics available it is
not even possible to establish the number of patients
suffering from an incurable illness other than cancer.

The numbers are staggering and the support
these people receive from the state health system
is precarious. The HOSPICE Centre in Bucharest
was created to address this hard to imagine reality
in a European capital city.

The opening of the centre took place on the 19th of
September 2014, and the total investment required
to complete the project reached 5,7 million euros.

In 2014, the HOSPICE team from Bucharest
offered support to more than 650 patients and

their families through 3,580 home care visits,

3,297 social services, 843 psycho-emotional
counselling sessions, 771 ambulatory consultations
and treatments, 287 physiotherapy sessions,

367 spiritual counselling sessions and

1,837 consultations in partner hospitals.



President’s
message

“After 6 years of hard work and
fundraising in Romania, the UK and
USA, we were finally able to complete
and equip the building of the new
HOSPICE centre in Bucharest.

On a sunny September day, hundreds
of green balloons were released into
the air to mark the official opening

GRAHAM event. The Duchess of Norfolk and
PEBOLLS HIRH Dominic Habsburg «cut the
President ribbon» and unveiled the donor’s

plaque. We owe an enormous debt of
gratitude to so many companies and individuals who
helped us realise the dream of building the first palliative
care centre with integrated services in the capital.
| am sure that this centre will become a place of hope
and comfort for thousands of patients in future years.

Meanwhile, the current work in Brasov, Bucharest,
Fagaras and Zarnesti has continued and a large number
of patients received care during 2014.

Cladirile care exista pe domeniul de la Adunatii Copaceni
au intrat intr-un proces de renovare si utilare, iar unele
dintre ele au fost deja finalizate.

The therapy centre for children with
rare or life-limiting illnesses and
their families

The children diagnosed with a severe disease, that
irremediably affects their entire existence, are often
neglected by the Romanian state healthcare system.

Their parents feel isolated and powerless and may end

up by abandoning them or may end up with psychiatric
problems, turning to alcohol or giving up the idea of a family.

Also, the children or the young people experiencing the
death of a parent or a sibling are forced to face difficult
situations, without receiving the proper support.

At the moment, in Romania, there is no such place
dedicated to the children, young people and families
facing these kinds of problems.

The Centre at Adunatii Copaceni is conceived as a place
where children, young people and vulnerable families can
find refuge and solace for a certain period of time. The
buildings have entered into a process of renovation and
modernisation and some of them have already been
completed. This is the case with the space dedicated to
the summer camps, where groups of 20 to 30 children
have already been the beneficiaries of the project.

The HOSPICE Centre will include a day centre
(educational-therapeutic activities for children), a respite
centre for palliative care (12 beds), a shelter for families in
crisis situations (5 apartments) and an educational centre
(for parents and palliative care specialists).
